Directions to CARIS office from OR Tambo International Airport:

From Benoni via the N12 towards Johannesburg/Pretoria.  From the airport take the R24.

The N12 joins the R24.

At the Gillooly’s interchange you go to the N3 towards Johannesburg/Pretoria. Pass the Linksfield Road, London Road, Malboro Road off ramps.

When you reach the Sandton/Buccleauch interchange you go onto the N1 South – towards Johannesburg/Roodepoort. You pass Rivoniaroad and, William Nicol offramps .

The 3rd  off ramp is the Randburg, Lanseria off ramp R512, Malibongwe Drive.  Take the off ramp and turn left into Malibongwe.  
**The seventh or eighth robot (I think one might have been added!) is Republic Road. (Road Lodge on the corner) Turn right into Republic.  The Second robot is Rabie Road (Steers on your left), turn left into Rabie, and first road left again into Fourth Avenue.  

The gate is the first entrance on you right in the green palisade fence.  You drive straight in (pass the guard) and up the little hill in front of you.  We are in the yellow building at the top of the hill.  There is a set of glass doors on the extreme left hand side of the building with a board with our dove and ribbon logo.
Instructions to CARIS Office from Pretoria

You can take the N1, and then continue from the * in the above instructions. However, traffic on this can be quite scary, and I prefer to take the N14
Follow the N1 / N14 from Pretoria
At the N1/N14 split choose the N14 following directions to Krugersdorp;
You will pass a few off ramps and eventually the Garage on both sides of the highway.
The next offramp is the R512  Randburg / Lanseria, Malibongwe Drive;
Turn Left in Malibongwe and go on straight past +/- 11 robots;

After you pass over the N1, you can follow the map and instructions from **as if you came off the N1.
